The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as follows :

SectioN 1. The fifth clause of section four of chap- Teachers wages.
ter eight of chapter seventy-eight of the general laws
of 1861, approved March 16th, 1861, is hereby amend-
ed, so as to read as follows: “56th. To pay wages of
teachers due after the application of the public moneys
which may by law be appropriated, and provided for
that purpose : provided, however, that no tax shall be Pax thereror—
levied for such purpose oftener than ohce in each year ; '™ * *mou:
and provided, also, that the amount to be raised for
teachers’ wages and for contingent expenses, in any
one year, shall in no case exceed the sum of two thou-
sand dollars, nor less than one-half of the amount of
public moneys received by said city for school purposes,
from the income of the school fund; and that the
amount to be raised in one year for buying sites and
erecting and repairing school houses and the appur-
tenances, shall not exceed one thousand dollars, save as
excepted in the 17th section of this chapter.”

elections in said city for the election of all officers re-
quired by law to be then elected; the question whether
this act shall become a law and go into effect, orin any
manner be in force, shall be submitted to the qualified
electors of said city; and if the same shall be approv-
ed by a majority of all the votes cast on the subject,
it shall go into effect, otherwise, it shall not go into
effect or be in force.
