no case such land shall be sold forless than seventy-five
cents per acre.

At least one-fourth of the 'purchase How parhase
money of all school and university lands shall be paid e *PePd-
at the time of the sale thereof, and the commis-
sioners may require the whole price thereof at the time
of sale, if, in their judgment, the interests of the state
shall demand it. In case full payment be made at the
time of purchase, no affidavit shall be required of the
purchaser.

SEcTIoN 4. All acts and parts of acts contravening Bepeal.
the provisions of this act, are hereby repealed.

AN ACT relating to the payment of the reward offered by the gov-

ernor for the apprehension of the murderer of Thomas W. Tay-
lor.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

Secrron 1. The governor is hereby aunthorized to overnor to der
ascertain and determine who, if any one, is entitled to Xmine yho i»
receive the reward offered by his proclamation, dated rewsrd, &e.
January 6, 1863, for the apprehension and delivery of
the murderer of Thomas W. Taylor, and may certify
such determination, with the amount due, to the secre-
tary of state, who, upon the receipt of such certificate,
shall draw his warrant upon the state treasurer in favor
of the person named in such certificate, as entitled to
said reward, and for the amount therein mentioned.

SecrioN 2. There is hereby appropriated out of any Appropriaticn.
funds in the treasury not otherwise appropriated, the
sum of five hundred dollars, to pay the reward men-
tioned in section one.
