CHAPTER 76.

AN ACT to amend section 41, chapter 86, of the revised statutes,
entitled “of alienation by deed of the proof and recording of
conveyances, and the canceling of mortgages.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen
ate and assembly, do enact as follows :

Secrion 1. Section forty-one of chapter eighty -SiX How mersgages
of the revised statutes, is hyereby amenged, byg a.dyding a3, be disciaaog-
thereto the following words, to wit: * And all dis-
charges shall be entered in the general index, and sub-

Ject to all the provisions of other entries in such gen-
eral index,” so that the section, as amended, will read :
“ Any mortgage that has been or may hereafter be re-
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corded, may be discharged by an entry in the margin
of the record thereof, signed by the mortgagee, or his
personal representatives or assignee, acknowledging the
satisfaction of the mortgage, in the presence of the
register of deeds or his deputy, who shall subscribe the
same as & witness ; and such entry shall have the same
effect as a deed of release duly acknowledged and re-
corded ; and all discharges shall be entered in the gen-
eral index, and be subject to all the provisions of other
entries in such general index.”

CHAPTER 77.

[ Published March 27, 1863.)

AN ACT concerning the terms of cireuit court in the fourth ju-
dicial circuit.

T he people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecrroN 1. The circuit courts for the fourth judi-
cial circuit, shall beholden as follows: In the county of
Sheboygan, on the first Monday in June, and the fourth
Monday in November, in each year; in the county of
Calumet, on the third Monday in June, and the second
Monday in December, of each year; in the county of
Manitowoe, on the fourth Monday in June, and the
third Monday in December, in each year; in the county
of Kewaunee, on the fourth Monday in January, and
the fourth Monday in July, of each year; -in the county
of Fond du Lac, on the first Monday in February, the
second Monday in May, and the second Monday in Oc-
tober, of each year.

SectioN 2. There shall be no grand jury summoned
or empanneled for the May term of the circuit court
for said county of Fond du Lac, unless ordered by the
judge of said fourth judicial circuit. When so ordered,
a grand jury shall be summoned and empanneled, as
provided by law in other cases.
