Upon the return to this state of any Beception ant
veteran regiment;: cvmpany or battery of Wisconsiz Yotaran roet
volunteers from the field, or on the expiration of the ments &
term of service of any regiment, company or battery of
Wisconsin volunteers in the service of the United States,
and its return to this state, the governor is hereby aun-
thorized to provide for it & suitab%e reception and enter-
tainment, at an expense not exceeding fifty cents for
each man composing such regiment, company or bat-

tery.
