The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in Inn-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. The treasurer of the city of La Crosse 
shall receive as compensation for his services, in lieu 
of all fees and emoluments now by law received by him 
for such services, a salary to be fixed and prescribed by 
the common council of said city, as hereinafter pro-
vided. 

SECTION 2. At the first regular meeting of the com-
mon council of the city of La Crosse, in the month of 
March, in each year, said common council shall fix and 
determine the amount of the annual salary that the 
treasurer of said city shall receive, except for the year 
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1864, for which year said salary may be fixed and de-
termined by said common council at any time before 
the charter election for said year.

AN ACT to change the time of holding annual meetings in school 
district number five, in the town of Wauwatoea. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows : 

SEcrrioN 1. The annual meetings in school district be  bad lad Mouday of Ilept. 
number five, in the town of Wauwatosa, shall hereafter 
be held en the last Monday of August, in each year. 
The hour of such meeting shall be seven o'clock in the 
afternoon, unless otherwise ordered by a vote of the 
district, duly recorded, at the last annual meeting. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage and publication.
