AN ACT for the protection of purchasers of the school, university
and swamp lands of this state.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senals
and assembly, do enact as follows :

Sgorron 1. Any person or persons holding & certi- Prosscations tur
Sioate or certificates of sale from the proper officers of i whad-
this state, for any of the school, university or swamp
lands of this state, shall have the same right to prose-
oute and maintain actions to recover damages for inju-
ries done to such lands, or to prevent trespsses there-
on or other injuries thereto, by injunctions or otherwise,
a8 if sneh person or persens were the owners thereof in
fee simple ; and for the purposes of this act, the holder
or holders of any sueh certificate or ocertificates shall
be regarded in law as the real owner of the land from
and after the time of payment by him of the first in-
stallment of the payment of the purchase money for
the said land. No such injunction shall ever be denied
by any court on the ground that the party or parties to
be enjoined are not shown to be irresponsible or insol-
vent.

AN ACT conoerning the terms of eourt in the third judioial circuit.

The le of the state of Wisconsin, represented sn sen-
ate% assembly, do enact as follo;oa:

SgcTioN 1. The terms of the circuit cowrt for the Geners! terms,
third judicial circuit shall, after the first day of June,
in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hurdred and
sixty-four, be holden as follows: Inthe county of Mar- marquette co.
mette, on the first Monday in September aud the first
onday in February, in each yoar; in the county of Grem lake.
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Green Lake, on the second Monday in September and
the second Monday in February, in each year; in the
county of Dodﬁ, on the fourth Monday in September
and the fourth Monday in February, in each year; in
the county of Washingtion, on the third Monday in
October and the third Monday in March, in each
.year ; and in the county of Ozaukee, on the first Mon-
day in November and the first Monday in April, in
each year.
- 8gcrrox 2.  There shall be holden by the circuit judge
of the said third judicial circuit, in each yesr, a specisl
term of the circuit court, for the eounties of Washing-
ton and Ozaukee, on the second Monday of January,
at the court house in the village of West Bend, in the
county of Washington, and also a special term of cir-
cuit court for the counties of Washington and Ozaukee,
on the second Monday of July, in each year, at the
court house in the village of Port Washington, in the
coanty of Ozsukce, for the trial of iesues of law, for
the hearing of motions, and for the transaction of any
and all businees. that may be done at a regular term, ex-
cept the trial of iesues of fact by a jury. And atsuch
special terms, the issues of law and motions, and all
other business that may be transacted thereat, pending
in the counties of Washington and Ozagkee, may be
heard, decided and disposed of with the same force and
effect a8 it may now be disposed of, heard and decided
in the county in which the causes or matters are pend-
ing ; and when the causes or matters gre pending in a
different county from that in which the special term is
holden, the clerk of the circuit court shall certify the
orders, judgments and papers to the clerk of the circuit
[court] of the county where the same is pending,and the
orders, judgments and papers shall be filed and entered
by the clerk of the court where the cause or mstter i
ending, in the same manner as if the cause or matter
been heard or decided by the circuit court at a term
thereof holden in the county where it is pending.
SeortoN 3. For the purpose of the hearing or trisl
of any ecause or matter at such special terms in another
county than that in which the same is pending, the clerk
of the circuit court shall, atthe request of either of the
attorneys in said cause or matter, transmit all the ps-
pers on file in ssid cause or matter to the place of trisl
or hearing, under his official certificate, certifying the
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same to be all the original files and papers in such ac-
tion, cause or matter. Such papers or files shall bo b
such clerk inclosed in an envelop sealed by him, dﬁ
rected to the clerk of the circoit court of the county
where such special term is to be or is beingheld, and the
same may be transmitted by mail or Dby the hand of
either of the attorneys in such cause, action or matter:
provided, that no clerk shall be required to certify back Jitzk's sestobe
any papers, files or orders to any such county where the
same was originally pending, until his fees in such ac-
tion or matter arc paid. ' '

from and after the first day of June, in the year of our
Lord one thousand eight hundred and sixty-four, but
not sooner.
