are now pending, so that said town of Beaver Dam may 
fill its quota of troops without resorting to a draft. 
Said tax shall not be levied or the proceeds thereof used 
for any other purpose. Said scrip to be so issued in 
accordance with the resolutions of a special meeting of 
the electors of said town held at the town house therein, 
February 16th, A. D. 1864. 

Preeeedlap ese SECTION 8. The proceedings of the special meeting 
tax lepllsed. of said town referred to in the preceding section, at 

which moneys were voted to raise volunteers by bounty, 
and the tax voted by said meeting for that purpose, and 
all the proceedings and actions of said meeting, are 
hereby made and declared to be legal and valid to all 
intents and purposes, notwithstanding any errors or 
omissions in calling or conducting said meeting, or in 
voting and raising said tax. 

SECTION 4. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage and publication.
