CHAPTER 286. 

[Publialsed April 7, 1864.] 

AN ACT to legalise the proceedings of a special town meeting held 
in and for the town of Windsor, Dane county, on the 16th day of 
February, A. D. 1864, and to authorise the disbursement of the 
money voted to be raised by tax at slush meeting. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. All of the proceedings of the special PiZzaaudinP" and 
town meeting held in the town of Windsor, Dane coun- 
ty, on the 16th day of February, A. D. 1864, for the 
purpose of voting a tax to pay ,  bounties to volunteers, 
are hereby legalized, and the tax levied and apportion-
ed upon the taxable property of said town, pursuant to 
and in accordance with the votes had at such special 
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town meeting, is hereby declared valid and binding; 
o'neetteusit" ,  and the treaeurer of said town is hereby authorized and sod Mara of 
delinquent 	required to proceed in the collection of such tax, and 
tame.. to make returns to the county treasurer of the delin-

quent taxes which he may be unable to collect, in the 
same manner as he is by law authorized to proceed in 
the collection of other taxes, and the return of delin-
quent taxes ; and the county treasurer of the county of
