as have not had levied upon them, by the county board 
of supervisors in the school tax levy for 1868, a sum 
sufficient to entitle them to the apportionment of the 
school fund income for the year 1864, are hereby au-
thorized to transfer from the general town fund to the 
school fund, a sum sufficient to meet the deficiency in 
the tax levy. 

SICITION 2. Upon a certified copy of such transfer Arortiovmen• school rand IQ by the town clerk to the state superintendent, the said tow.. 
Mate superintendent is authorized to apportion to said 
towns the sums to which they would have been entitled, 
if a proper tax levy had been made upon such towns. 

ScarxoN 3. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.
