priate fund."

SECTION 1. The proceedings of a special town meet-
ing held in the town of Mount Morris, in the county of 
Waushara, on the third day of March, A. D. 1864, for 
the purpose of appropriating money to pay bounties to 
volunteers, and the tax levied thereby, are hereby 
made and declared to be legal and valid to all intents 
and purposes, notwithstanding any errors or omissions 
In calling or conducting said meeting, or in levying 
said tax.
