CHAPTER 272.

Al ACT concerning acknowledgment of certain deeds and mort- 
gages. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. All deeds, mortgages or other instru- frau: air-
ments in writing, relating to real estate situated within bornood;:rd:As-
this state, which shall have been recorded in the office  
of any register of deeds before this act shall take ef- 
fect, purporting to have been acknowledged or proved 
without this state, and having upon them substantially 
the ordinary form of a certificate of acknowledgment 
or proof, purporting to have been signed by some officer 
in another state or country, shall be deemed prima 
facie in all legal proceedings to have been acknowledg-
ed or proved (as the case may be) before the proper of-
ficer, and in conformity with the laws of such state or 
country where it purports to have been acknowledged 
or proved; and the records of all such deeds, mortga- 
ges and instruments, certificate of acknowledgment ao. 
and proof, may be read in evidence in like manner and 
with the same effect as the originals, notwithstanding 
the omission of a certificate of authentication, as requir-
ed by sections ten and eleven of chapter eighty-six of 
the revised statutes. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage.
