CHAPTER 277.
[Published April 18, 1884.)

AN AOT suthorizsing the 8t. Croix and Lake Buperior railroad som-
pany to proteot their lands and the timber thereon.

The people of the state of Wisconsim, represented in senate
ond ly, do enact as follows :

BuotioN 1. The Bt. Croix and Lake Superior railroad May presscate
company is hereby authorised and empowered to pre- mestass, e cat
serve and protect the timber growing or being upon fes b se
sny of the land heretofore granted by congress to the
state of Wisconsin, to aid in the construction of rail-
roads, approved June 8d, 1856, and which are sitnated
within fifteen miles of the located line of such company’s
railroad ; and for that purpese may exercise all the pow-
ers which the agents of the state might do, and may prose-
cute in the name of the state of Wisconsin, any person
or persons who shall cut or carry away any timber or -
logs growing on or being upon said lands, or who shall -
commit any trespass or injury to the same, before any
court or magistrate having jutisdiotion of the action,and
shall recover from such person or persons triple dama-
ges for the wrongs and injury done, or such damage as
the state might or ought to recover if prosecuting for
such triple damages in its own behalf.

SkcrioN 2. The said company is hereby further au- 144
thorized to prosecute in the name of the state of Wis-
consin, any person or persons who may cut or carry
away any timber or logs from off any of said lands,
according to the provisions of section fifty-three of
chapter one hundred and sixty-five of the revised stat-
utes.

8ectioN 8. Said company shall have the power to Xi7 fixeesd,
seize and take into its possession, by its authorized agent cut on lands.
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or agents, any of -the timber or logs which may be ocut
orcarried away from said premises withont lawful author-
ity, by any peveon or persons, wherever the same may
be, and shall sell and oonvert the same inte snoney,
which shall be immediately paid' over ihto. the state
treasury, less the necessary costs and expenses incurred
in (¢n) the recovery and sale of such property; butany
sale of any timber or logs so seized, shall be made at
public aution, to the highest bidder for cash; and the
time and place of any su¢h sale shall be published at
least three weeks prior thereto in a newspaper publish-
ed at the.oity of Hudeon, and notice thereof shall be
posted in three or more conspicuous places at or near
the place of sale. ‘

8ection 4. Any officer or agent of the said com-
pany who shall become possegsed of any money being
the proceeds of the sale of any timber or logs cut upon
said lands, who shall fail to pay the same over as pro-
vided in section three of this pat, or who shall willfally
conyert the ssme to his own use, or the use of any ether
person, shall be deemed guilty of the orime of embes-
zlement, and punished acoordingly.

SecrioN 5. Nothing in this sct shall be construed
a9 in any manner making the state liable for any of the
costs or expenses attending the prosecution of any ac-
tion hereby authorized to be instituted, or any judgment
thereon, or in making the state liable for any cost or
expense attending the protection and supervision of
said lands ; but all such expenses and costs and jutzf'
ments shall be borne and paid by ssid company, or the
persons who may be legally liable to pay the same.

Sectron 6. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage and publication.
