PRIVATE AND LOCAL LAWS.

[The lawa which appear in this supplement, are such acts of Jooal interest as
it was deemed necessary to ‘‘publish ”’ a8 general laws, under the decision of the
supreme court, in the case of “State of Wisconsin, ex. rel. Montgomery M. Coth-
ren, against Joseph Lane.” They were accordingly numbered as chapters of the
general laws, and published in the Wisconsin State Journal (the state paper) on
the days, respeotively, stated at the head of each act; but are bound in this
volume to avoid incumbering the volume of general lawa with 8o much matter of
mainly local importance.]

CHAPTER 40.
[Published February 17, 1864.]

AN ACT to incorporate the Normal musical academy of the north-
west.

The people of the stale of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecTIoN 1. That Professors H. R. Palmer and J. F. Gorperators.
Fargo, and their associates, together with such persons
a8 may hereafter be associate§ with them, be and are
hereby created a body corporate and politic, with per-
petusal saccession, to be styled by the name and title of 8tyte.
the Normal musical academy of the northwest, by which
name they and their successors shall be ever known;
and shall have power to contract and be contracted with, Powers. - -
sue and boe sued, plead and be impleaded, defend and’
be'défended, in all vourts of law and equity; to make
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and use a common seal, and alter or renew the same at
pleasure; to take or receive by grant, gift, bequest or
otherwise, property, real or personal and mixed, neces-
sary for the use of said corporation, and to have, hold,
use, enjoy, sell, convey or otherwise lawfully dispose
of at pleasure; to make all rules, regulations and by-
laws necessary and proper to carry into effect the

owers herein granted, and not inconsistent with the
aws of this state.

SecrioN 2. That the said corporation shall have
ower to grant certificates and diplomas, and confer
egrees and other honors in musical science, upon

those whom they may deem worthy to receive the
same. ,

Seorion 8. That the said incorporation may locate
the Normal musical acadamy of the northwest in such
village or city as will in their opinion be most condu-
cive to the health of the pupils, and otherwise offer the
greatest inducements to the prosperity of the institu-
tion.

Srorrox 4. The object of this act of incorporation
shall be for the purpose of affording superior facilities
for acquiring a more thorough musical education, and
more effectually disseminating the principles of musical
science in all its various departments, to the attainment
of which object the powers and privileges of said cor-
poration are hereby restricted.

SecrroN 5. That this act shall take effect from and
after its passage.
