Section forty-one of chapter one hund- Maximem of
red snd thirty-three of the revised statutes, entitled ***™7* **
“of costs and fee,” is hereby amended, by adding
thereto as follows: ¢ Provided, that in actions at law
or contract, the fees shall not in any one case exoeed
twenty-five dollars, and when the sum recovered is less
than two hundred dollars, the same shall not exoeed
fifteen dollars.”
