The sum drawn
for such clerk hire shall be drawn on the warrant of
the secretary of state, in favor of the clerks entitled to
the same, respectively, and the gross amount of the
oertificates thus issued, and the name of the person in
whose favor the same shall have been drawn, withs
statement of the particular services rendered by esch
clerk, verified by the oath of the secretary, shall be
set forth in the annual report of the secretary of
state.”
