The people of the sighe of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembl enact as follows :

Secrton 1. All the acts of the supervisors, town
clerk and town treasurer of the town of Springfield, in
the county of Dane, in regard to levying, entering in
the assessment roll and collecting the special town tax
voted by the electors of the saii town of Springfield,
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on the 12th day of January, 1864, for the purpose of

paying extra bounties to volunteers mustered into the
military service of this state or of the United States,
are hereby declared legal and binding in law, and valid
to all intents and purposes, the same as if the said tax
bad been entered in the assessment roll of said tewn
before the same had been delivered to the treasurer of
said town.

Seorron 2. The treasurer of said town of Spring-
field shall demand and colleot whatever at this time re-
mains of said special tax uncollected, as entered in the
assessment roll of said town, in the same manner and
with the like powers as other taxes are demanded and
collected ; and if any of said tax shall remain unpaid at
the time he is required by law to make his return of delin-
quent taxes, he shall return a statement of the amount
so unpaid to the county treasurer, in the same manner
a8 other delinquent taxes are required by law to be re-
turned. :

Srorion 8. If any of eaid tex shall be returned to
the county treasurer as delinquent, it shall thereafter
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be subject to all the provisions of law now in foree in
regard: to unpaid taxes.
