AN ACT to repeal chapter two hundred and thirteen of tha general 
laws passed in the year 1662, entitled "an sot to prolibit certain 
kinds of fishing in the county of Doo/in this state." 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows : 

SECTION 1. Chapter two hundred and thirteen of 
the general laws passed at the annual session in the 
year 1862, entitled "an act to prohibit certain kinds of 
fishing in the county of Door, in this state," is hereby 
repealed. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.

AN ACT to amend chapter one hundred and fifty-eight of the re- 
vised statutes, entitled "of the writ of habeas corpus." 

The people of the stale of Wisconsin, represented asses,- 
ate and assembly, do enact as follows :

as if such witness were a resident of and within the 
county when [where] such subpena issued.
