WaEReAs, Wisconsin feels a just pride in the bravery and patri-
otism of her heroic sons in our national army, while she deeply
mourns the loss of her gallant dead who have fallen in the present

reat struggle in defense of the union and constitution: There-
ore,

Resolved by the senate, the assembly concurring, That the warmest
thanks of the people of the state of Wisconsin are hereby grate-
fully tendered to all Wisconsin soldiers in the union army, for the
bravery which has distinguished them in every battle in which
they have been engaged; for the upright and soldiery conduct
which they have displayed upon all occasions; for the alacrity with
which our veterans Eave re-enlisted, to aid in the completion of the
work, so nobly begun, of suppressing the rebellion and restorin
the union, and for the devoted patriotism which has signalileﬁ
their conduct at all times, and under all the trying vicissitudes of

war.

Resolved, That while we thus gratefully acknowledge the meri-
torious conduct and services of the living, we most deeply mourn
the loas of the heroic dead who have laid down their lives in defense
of the republic, and hold their memory in most grateful recollection,
while throughout the glorions future that awaits us, we may confi-
