They were accordingly numbered as chapters of the
general laws, and published in the Wisconsin State Journal (the state paper) on
the days, respectively, stated at the head of each act; but are bound in this
volume to avoid incumbering the volume of general laws with so much matter of
mainly local importance. ]

CIAPTER 1.
[Published January 21, 1865.]

AN AQT to change the name of the Mutual life insurance company
of the state of Wisconsin.

The people of the state of . Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecrioN 1. That the corporate name of the Mutual
life insurance company of the state of Wisconsin, a
corporation duly created by and organized pursuant to
an act entitled ““an act to incorporate the Mutual life
insurance company of the state of Wisconsin,” approv-
ed March 2d, 1857, and the several acts amendatory
thereof, be and the same is hereby changed to ¢ the
Northwestern mutual life insurance company ;”’ and by
the latter name the said ‘the Mutual life insurance
company of the state of Wisconsin” shall hereafter be
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known in all courts and. places, and enjoy the same Bights and lis-

corporate rights and franchises, and be subject to the
same duties, obligations and liabilities, as by said for-

mer name ; and the said corporation may hereafter sue powers.

and be sued, plead and be impleaded, answer and be
answered unto, in all courts and places, by the said
name of ¢ the Northwestern mutual life insurance com-
pany,”’ for, upon and by reason of any contract, liabil-
ities, or cause of action made, had, incurred or suffered
by said corporation prior to the time this act shall
take effect, with the same effect and in the same man-
ner as if the same had been made, had, incurred or suf-
fered in and by the said name of * the Northwestern
mutual life insurance company.”

SecrioN 2. The annual meeting of the members of

of, shall, after the year (4. D.) 1865, be held on the
second Wednesday of January, in each year; and the
trustees who shall be elected at the annual meeting of the
said company, which shall be held on the second Wed-
nesday of Jure, A. D. 1865, shall hold their offices
until the second Wednesday of January, one thousand
eight hundred and sixty-nine; and the term of office
of those trustees now in office, which would expire but
for the passage of this act, on the second Wednesday
of June, in the years one thousand eight hundred and
sixty-six, one thousand eight hundred and sixty-seven,
and one thousand eight hundred and sixty-eight, shall
expire, and their successors may be chosen, at the an-
nual meeting to be held on the second Wednesday of
January, in each of said years, respectively. The trust-
ees elected at the annual meecting to be held on the
second Wednesday of January, A.D. 1866, and an-
nually thereafter, shall hold their respective offices for
four years, unless sooner removed according to law.

SectioN 8. This act shall take cffect and be in force
from and after the first day of March, A. D. one thou-
sand eight hundred and sixty-five.
