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from interposing the defense of uwsury in any action
brought to enforce the payment of any of the securi-
ties issued under and by virtue of this act.

AN ACT to incorporate the Turners’ socieiy, of La Crosse.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, 'repreéented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecrioN 1. George A. Metzger, Joseph Gutman, Oorporstors, and
John C. Fuehr, Frederick Tillman, Gustav Carl, and et 2™
others, who have united themselves into an association
for the purpose of teaching and learning gymnastics,
and for cultivating and improving the faculties of the
body, as well as of the mind, by gymnastic exercises,
and by establishing a reading room and a library, and
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for other similar purposes, and their associates, are
hereby created a body politic and corporate, located at
the city of La Crosse, and known by the name of the
Turners’ society, of La Crosse.

SecrioN 2. The said corporation shall have power
to, contract and be contracted with, to plead and be im-
pleaded (with,) to answer and be answered unto, to de-
fend and to be defended, in all courts of law and equi-
ty in this state, and shall have perpetual succession,
and be vested with all the powers and privileges neces-
sary to carry out and fulfill the objects of their incor-
poration. .

Sectron 3. Said corporation shall have a common
seal, and shall have power and authority to acquire,
purchase, receive, possess, be seized with and enjoy
Eroperty, real and personal, not exceeding in value one

undred thousand dollars; and the said corporation
may alter said common: seal, and sell, rent, convey or
otherwise dispose of its real and personal estate, at
pleasure ; also, borrow meney*for the use of said cor-
poration, execute, sign, seal and deliver deeds, mort-
gages and other instruments in writing, as the case
may require.

SecrioN 4. Said corporation shall have further power
to establish for its government a constitution and by-
laws, not inconsistent with the constitution or laws of
this state or of the United States, and make all such
rules and regulations as may be deemed necessary to
fully carry into effect the objects of said corporation.

provided, however, that the trustees shall hold their offi-
ces in conformity with the law, for at least one year,
and until their successors are elected and qualified.
