AN ACT to legalise a special town meeting in the town of Norway, 
county. of Racine, on the 13th day of February, 1864, to vote a tax 
to pay bounties to volunteers. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do SIMI as follow.: 

Samos 1. The special town meeting of the town of Tx70-141,„ 
.Norway, in the county of Racine, held on the 8th day usana 
of February, 1884, for the purpose of voting to raise 
by tax, extra bounties to be paid to volunteers in the 
military service of the United States, and all votes, acts 
and resolves of said meeting, are hereby declared legal and 
valid for all intents and purposes for which said meeting 
was held, the same and as fully as if the said meeting had 
been called and conducted in all respects in accordance 
with the provisions of law then in force relating to 
that subject ; and all acts done and town orders issued 
in pursuance of the vote of said meeting, by the officers 
of said town, or any of them, are hereby declared le-
gal and valid. 

Swum 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.

CHAPTER 12. 

[Published Pebrustry 8, 1885.) 

AN ea to legalise the proceedings of a certain town meeting held 
In the town of Williamstown, Dodge county, January 12th, 1866, 
and to legalize the bonds and orders issued by the officers of said 
town, to pay bounties to volunteers, and the tax roll for 1864. 

The people of the date of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follow.: 

FizartoN 1. All the proceedings had prior to and at .........wetuaty bar; 
a certain town meeting held in the town of Williams-  
town, Dodge county, on the 12th day of January, 1866, - 
and the tax voted to be raised to pay bounties to vol- 
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unteers and for the support of the families of drafted 
men of said town, are hereby declared to be legal and 
valid for all purposes whatever. 

Bonds and town SECTION 2. The bonds and town orders issued by enders legalized. the supervisors, signed by the chairman and attested 
by the clerk of said tOwn, since the special town meet-
ing held on the 8th day of August, 1864, and used for 
the purpose of paying bounties to volunteers for said 
town, and the acts of the officers in said town, in issu-
ing and using the same for such purpose, and the tax 
roll of said town for the year 1864, are hereby declar-
ed to be legal and valid for all purposes whatever. 

SECTION 8. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.

CHAPTER 13.

AN ACT legalizing a state road in the °counties of Grant and Ls 
Fayette. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows : 

Rood Itgallnod. 	SECTION 1. That the acts of the commissioners in 
laying out a state road, as provided for in chapter 148 of 
the general laws of 18M, by an act entitled "an act to 
provide for the laying out a state road from Platteville, 
in Grant county, to Calamine, in La Fayette county," 
are hereby legalized, and the road as surveyed and plat-
ted by them, is declared a public highway ; and 
the commissioners so acting shall be entitled to such 
compensation for their services as is provided for in said 

Plot and 5.14 act; and that the clerks of' the several boards of su-nob.. to b•re. 
*Med. 	pervisors of the counties of Grant and La Fayette, 

through which said road was laid, shall, on or before 
the first day of March, A. D. 1865, record so much of 
the return of the survey and plat and field notes of said 
road as lies within their respective counties. 

SHOTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.
