AN ACT legalizing o state road in the eounties of Grant and La
Fayette. .

The people of the state of Wiacomi'n, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows :

. Rosdlegaiised.  SECTION 1. That the acts of the commissioners in
laying out a state road, as provided for in chapter 148 of
the general laws of 1864, by an act entitled “ an actto

rovide for the laying out a state road from Platteville,
in Grant county, to Calamine, in La Fayette county,”
are hereby legslized, and the road as surveyed and plat-
ted by them, is declared a public highway; and
the commissioners so acting shall be entitled to such
compensation for their services as is provided for in said
