The people of the state of Wisconsin, represenied in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

The Bank of Milwaukee, located and My eepsnise
doing business in the city of Milwaukee, and state of heriey v
Wiscousin, is hereby suthorized and empowered to
change and convert its capital stock or organization into
a national banking association, as hereinafter provided,
under the goneral banking law of the United States,
and according to the provigions of the forty-fourth sec-
tion of the act of congress entitled * an act to provide
a national currency secured by a pledge of United
States bonds, and to provide for the circulation and re-
demption thereof,” approved June 3d, 1864,

8zcrion 2. Whenever the stockholders of said bank Assatofbolders
owning at least two-thirds of the capital stock thereof, sick sessssry.
shall give their assent in writing, in due form of law,to
change and convert said bank into a national bankin
assoctation, and such assent having been filed in sai
bank, it shall and may be lawful for the directors there-
of, or & msjority of them, to proceed at once to change
and convert the same into a national association, with
such name and style as they may choose to adopt, and
also to perfect the organisation of such new association,
in pursuance of and in accordance with the provisions
of said act of congress, anything in the laws of this
state to the contrary notwithstanding.
