CHAPTER 188. 

[Published May 4, 1885.3 

AN ACT relating to costs and fees, and amendatory of section one 
of chapter 288 of the general laws of 1862. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. Section one of chapter 288 of the gen- Witabehla 

eral laws of 1862, is hereby nmended, so as to read as natterZer7  
follows : "Section 1. That section twenty-one of chap- su. 
ter 188 of the revised statutes, entitled "of costs and 
fees,' is hereby amended, so as to read as follows, viz.: 

Section 21. In all civil cases in courts held by jus-
tices of the peace, the, party in whose favor judgment is 
given, shall recover costs: provided, that the witness 
fees recovered by such party shall in no case exceed 
fifteen dollars." 

Slortox 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.
