AN ACT relating to trial by jury, snd amendatory of section 18
’ of chapter 132 of the revised statutes.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

Trial by juy— SECTION 1. Section eighteen of chapter one hund-
red and thirty-two is hereby amended so as to read as
follows : “Trial by jury may be waived, by the several
perties to an issue of fact, In actions on contract, and
with the assent of the court in other actions, in the
manner following : 1st. By failing to appear at the trial,
2d. By written consent, in person or by attorney, flled
with tge clerk. 8d. B;y oral consent in open court,
entered in the minutes.”
