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SgcrioNn 3. All previous laws of this state con-
travening or militating against this act, are hereby re-
pealed. '

SecrioN 4. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 288.
[ Published April 20, 1865.]

AN ACT to consolidate and amend an act to incorporate the city
of Watertown, and the several acts amendatory thereof.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

Secriox 1. All that district of country contained
within the limits and boundaries hereinafter described,
shall be a city, by the name of Watertown, and the
people now inhabiting and those who shall hereafter
inhabit the district of country herein described, shall
be a municipal corporation, by the name of the city of
Watertown, and shall have the general powers pos-
sessed by municipal corporations at common law, and
in addition thereto, shall possess the powers hereinaf-
ter specifically granted, and the authorities thereof shall-
have perpetual succession, shall be capable of contract-
ing and being contracted with, of suing and been sued,
pleading and being impleaded, in all courts of law and
equity, and shall have a common seal, and may change
and alter the same at pleasure.

Sgcrion 2. The territory included within the fol-
lowing limits and boundaries, shall constitute the city
of Watertown, to wit: Sections three, four, five, eight,
nine and ten, in township number eight north, of range
number fifteen east, and sections thirty-two, thirt{-
three and thirty-four, in township number nine north,
of range number fifteen east.

SgotioN 3. The said city shall be divided into seven
wards, as follows, to wit: All that portion of said dis-
trict bounded on the north by the center of Main street
and the Watertown and Milwaukee plankroad, on the
east by the city limits, on the south by the south line
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of the Milwaukee and St. Paul railway, and on the

west by the center of Rock river, shall be the first ward;

all that portion of said district bounded on the north seond.
by the north line of said sections three and four, on the

east by the city limits, on the south by the center of
Main street and the Watertown and Milwaukee plank-
road, and on the west by the center of Rock river,

shall be the second ward; all that part of said distriot Thira.
bounded on the north by the center of West avenue

and the center of the Watertown and Portland plank-
road, on the east by the center of said Rock river, and

on the south and west by the city limits, shall be the
third ward ; all that part of said district bounded on Fourth.
the north by the north lines of said sections four and five,

on the east by the center of said Rock river, on the
south by the center of West avenue and the Watertown

and Portland plankroad, and on the west by the center

of the Watertown and Portland plankroad, shall be

the fourth ward ; the aforesaid section thirty-two and mnn.
the west half of said section thirty-three, shall be the

fifth ward; all of eaid section thirty-four, and the east sumw.
half of the eaid section thirty-three, shall be the sixth
ward; all that part of said district bounded on the seventn.
north by the sonth line of the Milwaukee and 8t. Paul
railway, on the east and south by the city limits, and

on the west by the center of Rock river, shall be the
seventh ward.

Sscrion 4. The corporate authority of said. city Gorporateau.
shall be vested in one prg)cipal officer, styyled the ma otg tin
in one board of aldermen, consisting of two members
from each ward, who, with the mayor, shall be denom-
inated the common council, together with such other
officers as are hereinafter mentioned or may be created
under this act.

S8ecrion 5. The annual election for ward and city Annual election.
officers shall be held on the first Tuesday of April, of
each year, at such place in each ward as the common

_council shall designate, and the polls shall be kept
open from nine o’clock in the forenoon, till five in the
afternoon ; and ten days’ previous notice shall be given
by the common council of the time and place of hold-
ing such elections, and of the city and ward officers to
be elected. ‘

Seorron 6. The elective officers of said city shall mective offcars.
be a mayor, treasurer and one or more assessors, as the
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common council shall determine, for the city at large;
one justice of the peace for the first, second and sev-
enth wards, one for the third and fourth wards,
one for the fifth and one for the sixth wards; onme
constable and school commissioner and two alder-
men for each ward. All other officers necessary for the
proper management of the affairs of said city, shall be
appointed by the common council, exce;;)t the superin-
tendent of schools, who shall be chosen by the board of
education of said city. All elective officers, except
Jjustices of the peace, school commissioners and alder-
men, shall, unless otherwise provided, hold their res-
pective offices for one year, and until their successors
are elected and qualified : provided, however, the com-
mon council shall have power, for due cause, to expel
any one of their own members, and to remove from
office any officer or agent under the city government,
except justices of the peace, superintendent of schools
and school commissioners, due notice being first given
to the officer complained of, and opportunity to be
heard in his defense. Justices of the peace, achool
commissioners and aldermen, shall hold their respective
offices for two years, and until their successors are
elected and qualified.

8zcrron 7. In the event of a vacancy in the office
of mayor, alderman or justice of the peace, by
death, removal or other disability, the common couneil
shall order a new election, and shall give five days’
notice thereof. Any vaoancy in other offices, except
that of superintendent of schools, shall be filled by the
common council. The person elected or ap]l)lointed to
fill & vacaney, shall hold his office and discharge the
duties thereof for the unexpired term, with the same
rights and subject to the same liabilities as his prede-
cessor.

SeoroN 8. All elections by the people shall be by
ballot, and a plurality of votes shall constitute an elec-
tion. All elections by the common council may be viva
voce. When twoor more candidates for an elective office
shall receive an equal number of votes for the same of-
fice, the election shall be determined by the casting of
lots in the presence of the common council, at such
time and in such manner as they may direct.

Broriox 9. The elections in said city shall be held
and conducted by the aldermen and some elector to be
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selected by them, of each ward, who shall be the inspect-
ors of elections, and shall take the usual oaths or af-
firmations, as prescribed by the general laws of this
state to be taken by the inspectors and judges of elec-
tions, and shall have power to appoint clerks of such
elections, and to administer the necessary.oaths. Said
inspectors shall receive one dollar and fifty cents per
day for their services, to be paid by theseveral wards.

SectioN 10. All persons entitled to vote for state or Juslications et
county officers,and who shall hav eresided in the city for )
ten days next preceding the election, and for one day
within the wsz wherein they offer to vote, shall be en-
titled to vote for any officer to be elected under this law,
and to hold any office hereby created.

S8ecrion 11. If either of theinspectors of electiona Challenge.
shall suspect that any person offering to vote does not

ossess the necessary qualification of an elector, or
if such vote be challenged by an elector, the inspector,
before receiving any such vote,shall require the person
offering the same to take the following oath: “You do Ost.
solemnly swear (or affirm, as the case may be,) that you
are twenty-one years of age; that you are a citizen of
the United States, or have declared your intentions to
become a citizen, conformably to the laws of the Unit-
ed States, on the subject of naturalization ; that you
have resided within the state one year, within the city
ten days, andfwithin this ward one day next preceding
this election, and that you have not voted at this elec-
tion, and that you have made no bet or wager depend-
ing on the result of this election ;”” and if the person
offering to vote shall take such oath, hiz vote shall be
received, and if sach person shall take such oath false-
ly, he shall be deemed guilty of willful'and corrupt per-
jury, and upon conviction thereof,upon indictment, shall
guffer the punishment provided by law for persons guilty
of ?erjury. If any person whois not a qualified voter, miega voting.
shall willfully vote at any election, or if any person duly
qualified, shall willfully vote in any other ward than the
one in which he resides, or shall vote more than once
at any election, he shall be liable to indictment, and on
conviction thereof shall forfeit and pay a sum not ex-
ceeding one hundred dollars, nor less than twenty-five
dollars. It shall be the duty of the inspectors to keep
a list of the names of all (rersons whose vote may be
challenged as aforessid, and shall swear in their vote ;
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and if any inepector shall knowingly and corruptly re-
ceive the vote of any person not anthorized to vote, or
shall make out false returns of any election, or any
clerk shall not write down the name of every voter as
he votes, or shall willfully make untrue and incorrect
count and tallies of votes, each and every such in-
speotor or clerk shall be liabla to indictment, and on
conviction thereof shall severally forfeit and pay a sum
not exceeding five hundred dollars, nor less than one
hundred dollars. '

"SecTION 12. Special elections to fill vacancies, or
for any other purpose, shall be held and conducted by
the inspectors, as provided by this act, and returns
thereof shall be made in the same time, form and man-
ner a8 of general or annual elections.

SeorioN 18. There shall be elected at the first elec-
tion under this act, and abnually thereafter, one alder-
man in each ward, who shall hold his office for two
years.

Seorron 14. Any officer removing from the city,
and any ward officer removing from the ward for which
he was elected, and any officer who shall neglect or re-
fuse to qualify on or before the second Monday in April
next after his election, shall be deemed to have vacat-
ed his office, and the common council shall proceed to
fill such vacancy, as herein provided. All officers ap-
pointed or elected to fill any vacancy, shall enter upon
the duties of such office immediately after redeiving
notice of such election or appointment, when qualified.

SgctioN 15. The inspectors of elections of the sev-
eral wards of said city, shall make return of all votes
polled in their respective wards at any election for cit
or ward officers, to the clerk of said city ; and it shall
be the duty of said clerk, at the first meeting of the
common council. of said city, held thereafter, to open
and read, in the presence of said council, all returns 8o
made to him; and said council shall thereupon pro-
ceed to canvass the votes so returned, and determine
and declare the result of such election; and said clerk
ghall make out and deliver to each and every person so
determined by said council to have been elected to any
city or ward office, a certificate of such election, duly
certified under his hand and the seal of said city.
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CHAPTER IL

OFFICERS—THEIR POWERS AND DUTIES.

SecrioNn 1. Every person elected or appointed to
fill any office under this act, shall, before he enters upon
the daties of his office, take and subscribe an oath of
office, and file the same, duly certified by the officer ad-
ministering the same, with the city clerk; and the
treasurer, marshal, constables and justices of the peace,
and such other officers as the common council may di-
rect, shall severally, before they enter upon the duties
of their respective offices, execute to the city of Wa-
tertown a bond, in such sum and with such surety and
such conditions as the common council may direct, and
the common council may from time to time require new
or additional bonds, and remove from office any officer re-
fusing or neglecting to give the same.

Skcrion 2. The mayor, when present, shall preside
over the meetings of the common council, and shall
take care that the laws of the state and the ordinances
of the city within the corporation, are duly enforced
and observed, and that all officers of the city discharge
their respective duties. He shall appoint the police
force in such numbers as the common council shall di-
rect, and in case of a riot or disturbance of the peace,
shall appoint temporary police. - He shall communicate
in writing to the common council once a year, such in-
formation as he may deem necessary, and at all times
give such information as the common council may re-
quire. He shall have a vote in case of a tie only, and
he shall have power to administer oaths for general pur-
poses, and to take and certify the acknowledgment
of deeds and other instruments in writing.

Secrion 8. At the first, K meeting of the common
council in each year, or as soon thereafter as may be,
‘they shall proceed to elect by ballot one of their num-
ber president ; and in the absence of the mayor, the said
president shall preside over the meetings of the com-
mon council, and during the absence of the mayor from
the city, or his inability from any cause to discharge
the duties of his office, the president shall execute all
the powers and discharge all the duties of mayor. In
case the mayor and the president shall be absent from
any meeting of the common council, they shall proceed
to elect a temporary presiding officer, who, for the time
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being, shall discharge the duties of mayor. The pres-
ident or temporary presiding officer while presiding over
the council or performing the duties of mayor, shall be
styled acting mayor, and acts performed by them shall
have the same force and validity as if performed by the
mayor.
ECTION 4. The common council shall elect a city

clerk. He shall keepthe corporate seal and all the pa-

ers and records of tﬁe city. He shall attend the meet-
ings and keep a record of the proceedings of the com-
mon council. The record of the common council kept
by him, shall be evidence on all legal proceedings, and
copies of all papers filed in his office, and transcripts
from the records certified by him under the corporate
soal, shall be evidence in all courts, inlike manner as if
the original were produced. He shall keep a full and
accurate account of all orders drawn on the city treasa-
ry in a book provided for that purpose, and shall also
keep an accurate account with the treasurer, and charge
him with all tax lists delivered to him for collection, and
all sums of money paid into the treasury. Whenever
the clerk shall be absent from any meeting, the cit
council may appoint & clerk pro tem. The city cler
shall have power and authority to administer oaths snd
affirmations.

Sgcrion 5. The city attorney shall perform all pro-
fessional services incident to the office, as prescribed by
ordinances, and when required, shall furnish written
opinions to the common council or its committees.

Seorron 6. The treasurer shall receive all moneys
belonging to the city, and keep an accurate and detail-
ed account thereof, together with an account of all dis-
bursements, in such manner as the common council
shall direct. He shall report to the common council
a8 often a8 required, and abnually, at least ten days be-
fore the annual election, a full and detailed account of
all receipts and expenditures after the date of the last
annual report, and also of the state of the treasury,
which statement shall be filed with the clerk.

SectioN 7. The city marshal shall be appointed by
the common council, and shall hold his office during their

leasure. In addition to his duties herein prescribed,
e shall perform such other duties and execute such or-
ders as the common council shall direct. He shall pos-
sess the powers of constable at common law, or by the

laws of this state, coextensive with the counties of Jef-
ferson and Dodge, be subject to the same liability, and
receive like fees. It shall be his duty to execute and
return all writs and processes to him directed, and when
necessary in criminal cases, or for the violation of
any ordinance of said city, or laws of the state, may
pursue and serve the same in any part of the state
of Wisconsin. It shall be his duty to suppress all
riots, disturbances and breaches of the peace, to ap-
prehend any person in the act of committing any of-
fense against any ordinance of said city or laws of
this state, and forthwith bring such person before
competent authority for examination ; and for such
services he shall reccive such fees as are allowed to
constables for like services. He shall appoint one
or more deputies, to be approved by the city coun-
cil, but for whose official acts he shall be responsi-
ble, and of whom he may require a bond for the
faithful discharge of their duties; and in case he shall
neglect or refuse, within ten days after entering upon
the duties of his office, to appoint such deputy or depu-
ties, then the common council shall have power to ap-
point such deputy or deputies, who shall give a bond
to the city, with one or more sureties, in such sum
as it may ({)rescribe, for the faithful discharge of his
duties ; and no marshal shall hold any other city or
county office, either by election or appointment.

Skcrion 8. The common council shall have power rurther duties
from time to time, to require other and further du- %*Jmersd
ties to be performed by any officer whose duties are
herein prescribed, and to appoint such other officers
a8 may be necessary to carry into effect the provi-
sions of this act, and to prescribe their duties, and to
fix the compensation of all officers elected or appoint-
ed by them. Such compensation shall be fixed by
resolution at the time the office is created, or at the
commencement of the year, and shall not be increased
or diminished during the term such officer shall remain
in office.

SketoN 9. The common council shall annually pro- city pristing.
vide that all printing authorized and required by them
to be done for their use, or for the city, shall be let by
contract to the lowest responsible bidder, for the term
of one year : provided, no bid therefor shall be consid-

think proper. All ordinances and other proceedings
required by this act or by the by-laws or ordinances of
the common council to be published, shall be published
in the newspaper selected under the provisions of this
section, and the printer of said newspaper shall, either

-in person or by his foreman, file with the clerk of the

city his or their affidavits of the length of time said or-
dinance, by-law or proceeding has.,been published, and
such affidavit shall be conclusive evidence of the publi-
cation of such notice, ordinance, proceeding or by-law.

Skcrron 10. If any person, having been an officer

The mayor, sheriff of Jefferson county,
each and every alderman, justice of the peace, marshal,
deputy marshal,constable and watchman,shall be officers
of the peace,and shall suppress in & summary manner all
rioting and disorderly behavior within the limits of the
city, and for such purpose may command the assistance
of all bystanders, and if need be, of all citizens and

cept school, state and county funds, shall be under the
control of the common council, and shall be drawn out
upon the order of the mayor and clerk, duly authorized
by a vote of the common council, and all orders drawn
upon the treasurer shall specify the purpose for which
they were drawn, and shall be payable generally out of
any fands belonging to the city, and all such orders
shall be received in payment of any tax or assessment
levied by authority of the city. All orders shall be
payable to the order of the person in whose favor they
may be drawn, and shall be transferable by indorement.

self aggrieved by an act of the street commissioners,
shall be received, unless the same shall be presented
within fifteen days after the first publication of the
notice requiring the same to be done; and provided,
Jurther, that when it shall appear to the street commis-
sioners that lands belonging to non-residents, infants cr
Eersons laboriniunder any legal disability,who shall not

e represented by any agent or guardian, are not bene-
fited by the making of streets in front of such lots or
lands, to the amount of the cost and expense thereof,
it shall then be the duty of said commissioners to cause
to be summoned a jury, as is herein provided.

SectroN 9. The street commissioners shall give no- Losations
tice to all owners or occupants of lots which may be *** '™
deemed injurous to health by reason of stragnant water
remaining thereon, in the official paper, for ten days, to
abate such nuisance, by draining or filling such lot with-
in a reasonable time, to be specified; and if suoh nui-
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sance shall not be abated or removed within the time so
specified, the street commissioners shall cause the same
to be abated and removed at the expense of the prop-
erty upon which the same may exist.

SectroN 10. After the completion and performance
of any contract entered into by any street commission-
er, for work chargeable to lotsorlands, by virtue of this
act, they shall give to the contractor or contractors a
certificate under their hands, stating therein the amount
of work done by such contractor, the nature thereof,
and the description of the lot or parcel of land upon
which the same is chargeable, which said certificate may
be transferred by indorsement thereon; and if the
amount thereof shall not be paid before the time of
making out the annual assessment roll, the same shall
be assessed upon the said lota or parcels of lands re-
spectively, and collected for the use and benefit of the
holder of such certificate, as other taxes on real estate
are collected by virtue of this act; and if the notice to
do the work required, shall have been given as herein
provided, no informality or errorin the proceedings shall
vitiate such assessment: provided, that in no event
where work is ordered to be done at the expense of any
lot or parcel of land, shall either the city or any ward
be held responsible for the payment thereof.

Secrion, 11.  In all cases where work is ordered to
be done by the owner of any lot under the provisions
of this chapter, such owner may make his appeal, as
hereinbefore provided, at any time within twenty days
after the publication of the notice 1equired to be given,
and until the expiration of such twenty days, no such
order shall be executed.

SectioN 12. There shall be one day’s work per-
formed annually on the streets, highways, lanes and
slleys by each male person, who by the laws of this state
is liable or subject to perform highway work. Such
persons shall perform such labor in the ward where he
resides, under the direction of such person as the com-
missioners may order and appoint ; but such person may,
at his option, pay to the said person so appointed by
said commissioners, at the rate of one dollar per every
day he may be so bound to work ; and in default of the
payment of such money or the performance of such la-
bor, the said commissioners of the proper ward shall
issue their warrant to the marshal of esid city, for
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the collection from each and every person so delin-
quent, the sum of one dollar, the amount of the tax
aforesaid, with the legal costs; and the said marshal
shall have the same power and authority, and proceed in
the service of said warrant in the same manner as
prescribed by law in relation to the service of war-
rants issued for the collection of taxes assessed on
personal property, snd shall be entitled to the same
fees. DBut before the said persons shall be required
to do such work as aforesaid, the said commission-
ers shall make a correct list and enrollment of all
such persons within their ward.

CHAPTER VIL
ASSESSING, LEVYING AND COLLECTING TAXES.

SnotroN 1. All property, real and personal, with- Tazation.
in the city, except such as may be exempt by the
laws of this state, shall be subject to taxation for
the support of the city government and the payment
of debts and liabilities, and the same shall be assess-
ed in the manner provided by law; and the 238e880r8 powers and par
elected under this act, shall have and possess the same diem of asscasors
powers that are or may be conferred upon township as-
sessors ; and they shall receive two dollars per day for
each and every day actually and necessarily devoted
by them to the service of the city, in discharge of the
duties required of them by law, and the same rate for
parts of a day : provided, the aggregate amount allow-
ed said assessors in any one year, shall not exceed one
hundred and fifty dollars.

Secrion 2. The common council shall, by resolu- Tazesforgenseal
tion, levy such sum or sums of money as may be suffi- "7 PP
cient for the several purposes for which taxes are here-
in authorized to be levied, but not exceeding the author-
ized per centage, particularly specifying the purpose
for which the same are levied, and if not for general
city purposes, the ward upon which the same are levied;
and all taxes and assessments, general and special, lev- yien.
ied under this act, shall be and remain a lien upon the
lands and tenements upon which they may be assessed,
and on all personal property of any person or body pol-
itic assessed for personal taxes, from the delivery of
the warrant for the collection thereof, until such tax
shall be paid; and no sale or transfer of such real or
personal estate, shall affect such lien.
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SectIoN 8. Assoon as said tax shall be levied, the
common council shall cause the assessment roll to be
copied in a book provided for that purpose, setting op-
posite to each tract of land and to each person named,
under proper columns, such sum or sums as may be lev-
ied upon such lotor against such person. The said copy
shall be designated the tax list, and to it shall be ap-
pended a warrant, signed by the mayor and clerk, and
sealed with the corporate seal of said city, directed to
the treasurer, requiring and commanding him to collect
the taxes and assesswments on said list.

SecrIoN 4. Such tax list before being delivered to
the treasurer, shall be compared by the clerk with the
asgsessment roll. To it he shall append this certiflcate
that the same has been so compared by him, and that
the said assessment roll, and the whole thereof, has
been copied into such tax list; and the said tax list,
when so certified, shall be prima facie evidence in any
court, that the lands and persons therein named and
described were subject to taxation, and that the asess-
ment was just and equal.

SectioN 5. On the receipt of such tax list, the treas-
urer shall give one week’s notice thereof, in some
newspaper published in said city. Such notice shall
state that the taxes on real and personal property must
be paid within thirty days from the first publication of
szid notice ; and the publication of such notice shall be
deemed a demand, and a neglect to pay the taxes and
asgessments within the time specified, shall be deemed
a refusal to pay the same.

SectIoN 6. On the expiration of the thirty days
mentioned in the preceding section, the treasurer shall
proceed to enforce the collection of state, county and
city taxes both on real and personal property, in the
manner specified in title five of the revised statutes;
and if any such taxes shall not be paid or collected in
consequence of the neglect cr delay of the treasurer, the
common council may sue for and recover the amount
thereof from the said treasurer and his sureties. In
case any state, county or city taxes shall not be Eaid
within the time limited in the fifth section of this chap-
ter, the treasurer may issue his warrant, directed to the
city marshal, requiring and commanding him, within &
certain time in such warrant to be specified, to proceed
and collect such taxes as shall remain unpaid; and
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the marshal receiving sauch warrant, shall be sub-
ject to all the liabilities and shall have all the powers
of levying, distraining and selling, that are given to the
treasurex, and shall be entitled to the same fees for ool-
lecting which the treasurer would have, had the taxes
been collected by him.

CHAPTER VIII.
FIRE DEPARTMENT.

SeorioN 1. The common council, for the purpose of #ire limits.
guarding against the calamities of fire, shall have power
to prescribe the limits within whioh wooden buildings,
or buildings of other materials that shall not be con-
gidered fire proof, shall not be erected or repaired,
and to direct that all and any buildings within the
limits prescribed, shall be made and constructed of
fire proof materials, and to prohibit the repairing of
wooden buildings within the fire limits, when the same
shall have been damaged to the extent of fifty per cent.
of the value thereof, and to prescribe the manner of
ascertaining such damage.

SectioR 2. The common council shall have power rowem of eoua-
to regulate the building, construction and condition of Sgatust fre
-chimneys, fire-places, hearths, stoves, stove-pipes, ovens,
boilers and apparatus used in or about any building, N
and to cause the same to be removed or placed in a
safe and secure condition when considered dangerous;
to prevent the deposit of ashes in unsafe places; to re-
quire the inhabitants to provide as many fire-buckets,
and in such manner as they shall prescribe, and to
regulate the use of them in time of fire; to regulate
and prevent the carrying on of any manufactories
dangarous in causing or promoting fires; to oomgel
the owners or occupants of buildings to have scuttles
in the roofs and stairs or ladders leading to the same ;
to authorize the mayor, aldermen, fire-wardens and
other officers of the city, (shall Aave power) to keep
away from the vicinity of a fire all idle and suspected
persons, and to compel bystanders to aid in the ex-
tinguishment of fires and in the prevention of prop-
erty exposed to danger thereat, and, generally, to es-
tablish such regulations for the prevention and extin-
guishment of fires as the common council may deem
expedient.. -

Sgerron 8. The common council shall have power Jis cofioe and
to purchase fire-engines, and to authorize the formation
of fire-engine, hook and ladder and hose companies,
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and to provide for the due and proper support and reg-
ulation of the same, and to order such companies to be
disbanded and their meetings to be prohibited, and their
apparatus to be delivered up. Each company shall not

exceed seventy able-bodied men, between the ages of

fifteen and fifty years, and may elect its own officers
and form its own by-laws, not inconsistent with the laws
of this state or the ordinances and regulations of said
city, and shall be formed only by voluntary enlistment.
Every member of each company hereby authorized to
be formed, shall be exempt from highway work and poll
tax, from serving on juries, and from military duty, dur-
ingsthe continuance of such membership.

ECTION 4. There shall be a meeting of the mem-
bers of said companies on the third Monday of March,
in each year, at such place as may be designated by
the mayor, when they may nominate and recommend to
the common council for appointment, one chief en-
gineer and their aseistant engineers, and the common
council shall thereupon confirm such nominations, and
the persons so appointed shall perform such duties as
the common council shall prescribe.

SecrroN 5. At the same time the members of said
companies shall nominate, and the common counecil
shall appoint the same, four fire-wardens, who shall re-
side in (Fifferent wards, and who shall perform such du-
ties as the common council shall prescribe; and they
may at any time enter into or open any house, store or
other building or inclosure, for the purpose of inspect-
ing the same, with a view to guard against fire.

SeoTioN 6. Whenever any person shall refuse to
obey any lawful order of any engineer, fire-warden,
mayor or alderman at any fire, it shall be lawful for the
officer giving such order to arrest, or direct orally the
marshal, constable or any citizen to arrest such person,
and to confine him temporarily in any safe place, until
such fire shall be extinguished; and in the same man-
ner, such officers, or any of them, may arrest or direct
the arrest and confinement of any person at such fire,
who shall be intoxicated or disorderly. Any person
who shall refuse to obey any such lawful orser, or
shall refuse to arrest or aid in arresting any person 8o
refusing, shall be liable to such penalty as the common
council may prescribe, not exceeding fifteen dollars.

8eorioN 7. The common council shall have power
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to organize a sack company, which shall be known as
sack company number one, to consist of not less than
twenty members. Such company shall constitute a part
of the fire department, and at fires shall be subject to
the control of the chief engineer. The members of puties.
said company, either collectively or individually, are
hereby authorized and empowered to act as a special
olice in and for the city of Watertown, and are here-
Ey vested with the power and authority which now
is or may hereafter be vested in any police officer -of
said city, and shall be entitled to all the rights and im-
munities of the fire department. At fires they shall
take charge of all property which may be exposed or
endangered, and shall 8o far as it may be in their pow-
er prescrve the same from injury and destruction. Said
~ company may, from time to time, adopt such by-laws
and regulations as they may deem necessary, not incon-
sistent with this act and the laws of this state. The
members of said company shall not be entitled to any
pay or compensation for services rendered in their offi-
cial capacity. They shall, in case of riot or disturb-
ance of the peace, have free access to all licensed places
of amusement in the city, and shall perform such serv-
ices as may be necessary for the peace and good order of
the same.

All actions brought to recover any pen-
alty or forfeiture under this act, or the ordinances, by-
laws, police or health regulations made in pursuanoce
thereof, shall be brought in the corporate name of the
city. It shall be lawful to declsre generally in debt for
such penalty or forfeiture, stating the clause of this
act or hy-laws or ordinances under which the penalty
or forfeiture is claimed, and to give the special matter
in evidence under it. All procecutions may be com-
menced by summons or warrant, as the exigencies of
the case may seem to require: provided, that nothing
herein contained shall be so construcd as to prevent any
peace officer from arresting without process, any person
found in a state of intoxication, or guilty of immoder-
ate drinking, improper reveling, obscenity, noisy, bois-
terous or disorderly conduct in the streets or public
places, and taking such person or persons forthwith be-
fore a justice of the peace, or keeping them in confine-
ment uuntil such time as said justice can reasonably hear
and dispose of sach offender.

SectioN 5. Execution shall issue forthwith on the
rendition of judgment, unless the same be stayed or ap-
pealed according to the laws of this state. The execa-
tion, except in cases ez eonfractu, shall require the de-

CHAPTER 234.
[Published Moy 8, 1865.)

AN ACT to legalize & special town meeting of the town of Lake
Mills, Jefferaon county, on the twenty-second day of August,
1864, and to authorize the issuing of town orders.

The péoplc of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

Secrion 1. The special town meeting held in the
town of Lake Mills, Jefferson county, on the twenty-
second day of August, in the year eighteen hundred
and sixty-four, for the purpose of raising a tax to pay
volunteers and others who furnished a substitute, to
be credited to said town, on the call of the president
for five hundred thousand volunteers, is hereby declar-
ed legal, valid and binding upon eaid town, notwith-
ing any irregularities that may have occurred in call-
ing, notifying or holding the said meeting.

SecrioN 2. The board of sapervisors of the said town
are hereby authorized snd empowered and required to
issue town orders, drawing not more than seven per
cent. per annum, payable to the order of such volun-
teers as have been credited to said town under said
call, and have not been paid, and to such persons as
have purchased such substitutes that were credited to
said town under said call, who have not been paid the
same; and that all orders heretofore or which may
hereafter be issued by said supervisors under the reso-
lution adopted at the town meeting, shall be legal and
binding to all intents and purposes whatsoever: pro-
vided, nothing herein shall be 8o construed as to permit
said supervisors paying more than two hundred dollars
to a volunteer, or person furnishing a substitute.

SecrioN 8. This actshall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage and publication.
