dollsrs shall be raised or paid to any volunteer from
money so raised by said ward,

Szerron 2. A special mesting may be held in the Petition for and
fifth ward of eaid city for the purpose mentioned in ing.
the first section of this wot, upon a written petition
to the clerk of the city of Milwaukee, signed by five
or more qualified electors and freeholders of such ward,
which petition shall set forth the purpose or purposes
for which such special meeting is asked by the pe-
titioners, together with the amount of money sought to
be raised by tax at such meeting for said purpose;
and it is hereby made the duty of esid clerk, upon
presentation to him of such petition, to call a special
meeting of the qualified electors of suck ward, to be
held at the place where the last annual election in
such ward was held, by posting notices of the same in
five or more public or conspicuous places in such ward,
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stating the time when and theplace where such meet-
ing will be held, and the object of the same, together
with the amount of each tax proposed to be voted
thereat, which notice shall be so posted not less than
five days previously to the time appointed for holding
Jow moetive o yuch special meeting ; and such meeting shall be open-
ed and conducted in the same manner that charter elec-
tions are now conducted in said ward, and a complete
and correct return shall be made and filed in the office
of the city clerk of the city of Milwaukee.
Ooflacticn of Seorron 8. Such tax so voted, shall be included in
fax, de. the next annual tax lists of the city of Milwaukee,
and to be assessed an the real and personal property
in the fifth ward of said city, and the same shall be
collected in the same manner that other ward taxes
are now collected by law, and be paid out of the city
treasury on the orders hereinafter mentioned. The sl
