AN ACT to legalise all the proceedings of two special town meet-
ings held in the town of Ixonia, county of Jefferson, state of
Wisopnsin, on the 7th day of January, 1865, and on the 15th day
of February, 1865, for the purpose of raising bounty for volun-
teers in said town, and to légalize the acts of the town officers
of said town under the votes and resolutions passed at said town
meetings.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows: ’

Skcrion 1. All the proceedings of two special town Bouaty tax pro-
meetings held in the town of Ixonia, in the county of imsd.
Jefferson, state of Wisconsin, on the 7th day of Janu-
ary, 1865, and on the 16th day of February, 1865, for
the purpose ef raising money to pay bounties to volun-
teors, and sll acts of the supervisors or other officers of
said town, done under and in pursuance of such pro-
ceedings, are hereby declared to be legal and binding
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in all respects whatsoever: provided, that no grester
sum than two hundred dollars shall be paid to any per-
son volunteering, or to any person furnishing a substi-
tute prior to the draft orderos to fill the call of the pres-
ident of the United States, of date the 19th day of De-
cember, 1864, and that such person be credited to said
town on its quota,

SecrroNn 2. All orders which have been or may be
hereafter issued by the supervisors of said town, in pur-
suanoce of the proceedings of said meetings, shall be val-
id and binding, and the tax to pay such orders shall be
entered in the next assessment roll of said town, and
levied and collected with and the same as the other tax-
esof said town for the year 1865 may by law belevied
and collected.
