villages whose charters limit or specify such fees or an-
nual salaries, or whose charters authorize their respect-
ive boards of trustees to limit or determine the same; 
nor shall this act in any manner affect or determine the 
per centum which town or village treasurers may re-
ceive for collecting bounty taxes levied under the pro-
visions of chapter 14 of the general laws of 1865."
