Constrnotion. 

AN ACT to vacate certain lots and blocks in the town of Mar- 
quette, Green Lake county, Wisconsin. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. The northwest quarter (N. W. I) of 
block number nine, northwest quarter (N. W. f) of 
block number eight, east half of block number twenty-
six, and lots numbers five, six, seven, eight, nine, ten 
and eleven, in block number fifteen, in the village of 
Marquette, county of Green Lake, and state of Wis-
consin, (be and the same) are hereby vacated. 

SECTION 2. This act shall not be construed so as 
to prevent the town of Marquette from claiming (free 
of expense) all streets in said village which connect 
with the highways of said town. 

SECTION 3. This act shall take effect from and after 
its passage.

Washington is hereby authorized and instructed to cor- 
rect the record of blocks numbers seventeen (17) and

corrected, will correspond with the original survey and 
platting of said village of Barton, formerly called 
Salisbury, located on the west half (i) of the south- 
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west quarter () of section one (1,) and the east half 
(j) of the southeast quarter (1) of section two (2,) and 
the northeast quarter (f) of the northeast quarter (f) 
of section eleven (11,) in township number eleven 
(11) north, of range number nineteen east, and re-
corded in the office of register of deeds of said 
county of Washington, and when so corrected, shall 
be evidence in any court of law.
