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ised and required to take such measures as he shall
deem proper and necessary to care for the sick and
wounded soldiers of Wisconsin, now in or hereafter to
be in the service of this state or of the United States
government, and for carrying such sick and wounded
soldiers into this state, when the same shall be proper
and necessary, and to employ such agents, clerks and
employees as he shall deem necessary to look after the
interests of Wisconsin soldiers in connection with the
various military departments of the United States, and
to look afier the welfare and comfort of the sick,
wounded and disabled soldiers from this state in the
hospitals and in the field, and to pay them such salaries
and compensation for their services as he shall deem
proper and necessary, and shall prescribe the duties of
said agents, clerks and employees, and shall estab-
lish such agencies for the care of such sick and
wounded soldiers as he shall deem proper; and he
is hereby authorized to draw his erder or orders
upon the state treasurer for such money, not exceed-
ing the sums mentioned in section one of this act
in all, as shall be actually necessary to pay any
expenses accruing by reason thereof, and to carry
out the full intent and meaning of this act.

Srcriox 3. This act shall take effect and bein force
from and after its passage.

AN ACT in relation to the city of Milwaukee.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senats
and assembly, de enact as follows :

Secriox 1. The common council of the city of
Milwaukee are hereby authorized to issue orders to any
committee or association of citizens of any ward of said
city, who may have paid and advanced bounties to vol-

unteers who have heretofore and since the 19th day of
December, 1864, enlisted in the military service of the
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United States, and been credited upon the quotalof said
ward, under the call of the president of the United
States for 300,000 men, dated December 19th, 1864,
for the amount so paid to said volunteer or volunteers,
such advances to be payable out of the fund of ome
hundred and nineteen thousand dollars authorized to be
levied and collected by a vote of the qualified electors
of the city of Milwaukee, at an election held February
14th, 1865, pursuant to an act of the legislatare of
the state of Wisconsin, entitled *an act to suthorize
towns, cities and incorporated villages to raise money
by tax for the payment of bounties to volunteers for
t.ge military service of the United States, and to pro-
vide for the levy and collection of the same,” approved
Maiito bouaty. February 2d, 1865 : provided, Aowever, that no more
than two hundred dollars for each volunteer so furnish-
ed, shall be allowed or paid.
