AN ACT relating to taxzes, and amendatory of chapter 108 of the
private and local laws of 1858.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ale and assembly, do enact as follows :

Srerton 1. Section twelve of chapter seven of said
chapter one hundred and eight, is hereby amended, by
adding thereto as follows: ‘For every certificate
issued as said treasurer in pursuance with this section,
he shall receive the sum of fifty cents, which sum shall
be added to the cost of said sale, and be incladed in
the amount for which the premises shall be sold.”

SectroNn 1. Section 1 of chapter 164 of the general
laws of 1862, entitled “an act providing for a lien for
labor and services upon logs and lumber, in certain
counties,” is hereby amended, 8o as to read as follows:
¢ Section 1. Any person, company or corporation
that may do or perform any labor or services in cutting,
falling, bauling, drivinﬁ, running, rafting, booming,
cribbing or towing any logs or timber in the counties
of Pierce, St. Croix, Polk, Dallas, Burnett, Douglas,
La Pointe, Ashland, Jackson, Clark, La Crosse and
Manitowoc, in this state, shall have a lien thereon for
the amount due for such labor or services, and the same
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Apotiesble te  ghall take precedence of all otherclaims thereon. The
paassge of act.  provisions of this act shall apply to all such labor or
services that may have been done or performed prior
to the passage of this act, as far as the provisions of
this aot can be made applicable thereto, and the person,
company or corporation that may have done or per-
formed the same, can comply with the provisions of
this act.”
SecrioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage.

" AN ACT to dedicate a strip of land along the west line of the
prison grounds, for a public street.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ale and assembly, do enact as follows :

e n:  SmetroN 1. The state prison commissioner is here-
pbilesirst. by authorized and roquired, as soon as may be con-
venient, to remove the west line of the fence along the
rison grounds, so far east that said fence will stand
in & straight line with the east line of Drummond street,
a8 laid down in the récorded plat of the village of East
Waapun ; and the piece of land sp set apart is hereby
Provises. dedicated to be used as a publio street: provided, that
previously to the removal of said fence, the owners of
the premises along the west line of said grounds shall
also dedicate a piece of land for the same purpose,
sufficient, with the land so set apart, to make said street
not lees than three rods in width: provided, further,
that the commissioner shall have no authority to re-
. move such fence, until the owners of land next south
of the prison grounds, or to [the] authorities of the
village of Waupun, shall set apart and forever dedicate
to the public as s highway, a strip of land three rods
wide, along the south line of the prison grounds con-
necting Madison street with Drammond street as 8o ex-
tended.
