agricultural college lands ; said sale to be governed by
the laws now in force governing the sale of rchool and
university lands, so far as the same shall be applicable
to and not inconsistent with the provisions of this act.

shall be offered for sale, shall be one dollar and twenty-
five cents per acre, and at least one-fourth of the pur-
chase money shall be paid at tho time of purchase ; and
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the commissioners may, in their discretion, require a
greater portion or the whole of the purchase money to

vurchase money. ghall be given on the unpaid purchase money, with in-
terest at the rate of seven per eent. per annum, which
interest shall be payable at the same time that the in-
terest on school lands is now required to be paid; and
all laws now in force imposing penalties for non-pay-
ment of principal or interest, and providing for the for-
feiture and sale of school lands, are hereby extended
and made applicable to said agricuitural college lands.

ol Sgerron 8. The moneys roceived on account of the
sales of such lands, shall be known as the agricultural
college fund, and shall be invested by the commissioners
of school and university lands in stocks of the state or
of the United States.
