Secrion 1. Two thousand copies of the reports and Printing of re.

collections of the state historical society of V\Fisconsin, Loy ser Jor o

shall be printed by the state printer, on the best quality Hhres Joars au-

of book paper, weighing not less than fifty poiinds to -
the rcam, for the use of the society in effecting its
literary exchanges ; such publication'to be under the
supervision and approval of the publication committee
of the society, and of the governor and secretary of
state, and to cominernce not sooner than 1867, and not
to exceed one hundred and fifty pages in any one year,
except for some cause satisfacjory to the 'governor'dmi
secretary.of state, the publication had been intermitted
the preceding year; so that in each period of three
years, the annual parts, successively paged, shall form

a volume not exceeding four hundred and fifty pages,

including the title page and full index; which parts

shall be stitched and covered with a good quality of
glazed paper.

Secrion 2. The governor, secretary of state and Oertainsiste
state treasurer (be and they) are hereby constituted ez members e
officio members of the executive eommittee of the state {oative comumit-
historical society, to represent the state therein, and
have a watch-care of its interests, as provided in sec-
