of the fractional parts of townships forty-eight (48) and
forty-nine (49,) of range four (4) west, situated on the
west side of Long Island bay, are hereby detached from
the county of Ashland, and annexed to the county of
La Pointe. )

SecrioN 2. The name of ‘the said county of La Namoof LaPeints
Pointe is hereby changed to that of Bayfield, and the ro that of Buy~
said county of La Pointe shall hereafter be known-and ®\*
designated as the county of Bayfield.

SeorioN 8. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after the first day of May, one thousand éight
hundred and sixty-six.
