AN ACT authorizing certain insurance companies to transact busi-
ness in this state.

Any insurance company which had, prior Jectain insr-
to the first of Novyember, 1865, dgpos}i'ted state blc)mds g&ﬁ@%
with the state treasurer, as required by section one, )
chapter 820, of the general laws for the year 1865, al-
thou%h subsequently to the time fixed by said law, is
hereby authorized to transact the business of insurance

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in this state, the same as though such bonds had been go-
deposited on or before the first day of June, 1865: pro-
vided, that said company shall in all other respects com-
ply with the requirements of the laws of this state re-
lating to insurance companies. '

SectIoN 2. The state treasurer and secretary of state-
are respectively authorized to issue certificates, as pro-
vided in sections 3 and 8 ef chap. 820 of the laws of
1865, to any such company.

SkcrroN 8. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage. . ’

CHAPTER 3.
