sembly chambers, statistical and other information of 
the same description with that contained in the books 
heretofore procured by clerks of the two houses, re-
spectively, with such other matter as may be deemed 
useful. 

How to be dis" SECTION 2. The secretary of state shall cause to be tainted. 
printed one thousand copies of such manual annually, 
one copy of which shall be distributed to each senator 
and assemblyman within two weeks after the commence-
ment of each session. The remainder of each edition 
shall be distributed as follows : Four copies to each 
member of the senate and assembly, one copy to each 
of the officers thereof, one copy to each of the state 
officers, and one hundred end fifty copies shall be de-
posited with the superintendent of public property, for 
the use of the succeeding legislature. 

Appropriation. 	SECTION 8. There is hereby annually appropriated 
out of any money in the state treasury not otherwise 
appropriated, belonging to the general fund, an amount 
sufficient for the expenses authorized by this act.

AN ACT to amend sections 1,2 and 7 of chapter 378 of the general 
laws of 1866, entitled "an act to authorize certain towns in the 
county of Sauk to issue bonds to aid in the construction of the 
Portage city and Baraboo valley railroad." 

Amendraents. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows : 

SECTION 1. Section one of chapter 878 of the gen-
eral laws of 1855, entitled "an act) to authorize certain 
towns in the county of Sauk to issue bonds to aid in the 
construction of the Portage city and Baraboo valley 
railroad," is hereby amended, as follows : Strike out the 
word " fifty," in the fourth line of the section, and in-
sert "one hundred." Amend the second section, by 
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striking out the word "freeholders," in the second line 
of the section, and inserting "tax-payers." Amend sec-
tion seven, by striking out the word "twenty," in the 
sixth line of the section, and inserting "forty." 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect immediately, 
and be in force from and after its passage and publica-
tion.

holders in said corporation, as well as to committees of 
thelegislature and officers of the state, for the purpose 
of nquiring into its affairs.
