AN ACT to amend chapter 7 of the revised statutes, entitled * of
general and special elections; of the manner of conducting the
same, and of the canvass.” . :

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows :

Amendment. SectIoN 1. Section 84 of chapter 7 of the revised stat-
utes, entitled ¢ of general and special elections ; of the
manner of conducting the same, and of tho canvass,” is
hereby amended, by inserting immediately before the
last paragraph thereof, the following:

Questions to be  ““Fifth. 1f the person be challenged asa deserter from

asked deserters. the military or naval service of the United States, or
‘for having departed the jurisdiction of the enrolling
istrict, the inspectors, or one of them, shall put to him
the following questions :

“1st. Did you e¥er belong to the military or naval
service of the United States ?

“2d. If yes, did you desert such service before the
eleventh day of March, A. D. 1865?

“8d. If you deserted bofore that date, did you return
to such service, or report yourselfto a provost marshal,
on or before the tenth day of May, A. D. 1865 ?

“4th, Did you desert such service after the eleventh
day of May, A. D. 18657

“5th. Did you, being duly enrolled as subject to any
draft into the military or naval service of the United
States, duly ordered, depart from the district in which
{Iou were so enrolled, or go beyond the limits of the

nited States, with intent to avoid any such draft ?”

Oath to pasons  SECTION 2. Section 86 of said chapter is hereby

challenged. g mended, by adding thereto the following: ¢You do
furthermore swear, that you never deserted the military
or n=val service of the United Statas, (or that you de-
gerted the military or naval service of the United
States bcfore the eleventh day of March, A. D. 1865,
and that you returned to such gervice, or reported your-
gelf to a provost marshal of the United States, on*or
before the tenth day of May, 1865,) and that you,
being duly enrolled’ or subject to any draft into the
military or naval service of the United States, duly or-
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dered, did not, after the third day of March, A. D.
1865, depart the jurisdiction of the district in which
you were 8o enrolled, or go beyond the limits of the -
United States, with intent to avoid any sach draft.”

SgorroN 8. Section 89 of such chapter is hereby Nis.ote b
amended, by adding after the same the following:
“ provided, that such inspectors, or a majority of them,
shall be satisfied from the answers of the person offer-
ing his vote, if he shall have been challenged as a de-
serter, or as having departed the enrollment district,
that such person has not deserted the military or naval
service of the United States, or that, if he deserted
such service before the eleventh day of March, A, D.
1865, he returned to the same, or reported himself to a
f)rovost marshal, on or before the tenth day of May, A.

. 1865, and that he did not, being duly enrollgd as
subject to draft into the military or naval service of
the United States, depart the jurisdiction of the district
in which he was so enrolled, or go beyond the limits of
the United States, with intent to avoid such draft, duly
ordered.”

CHAPTER 31.

AN ACT to repesal chapter 389 of the general laws of 1865, enti-
tled “an act to amend section six of chapter 242 of the general
laws or 1868, entitled “an act to provide for the enrollment of
pereons liable to perform military duty, and the organization of
the state militia for active service.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SeorioN 1. Chapter 889 of the general laws of 1865, Beveel
entitled “ an act to amend section six of chapter 242 of
the general laws of 1863,” is hereby repealed.

SeoTIoN 2. This act shall take effect arid be in force
from and after its passage and publication.
