AN ACT to provide for completing the state oapitol, and heating
the same.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senale
and assembly, do enact as follows :

Propomls torro. . 8mcrioN 1. The governor, state treasurer, secretary
hestingappars- Of state, attorney general and bauk comptroller are
b hereby constituted a board of building commissioners,
and are authorized to let by coutract to the lowest re-
sponsible bidder, the building, erection and completion

of the rotunds and dome of the state capitol, and the
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erection and completion of suitable’ heating apparatus
for warming the whole of the building. The contract
for completing the building and dome, shall require the
entire completion of the same on or before the first day
of December, 1867, the whole to be in conformity, as
near as practicable, with the plan commenced. The

contract for the heating apparatus shall require the full *

completion of the same on or before the first day of
December, 1866.
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Becrron 2. Before advertising for proposals, the Plansmay be al-
tered.

commisssigners and the superintending architect may
make such alterations in the plans and specifications
for the building, not materially changing the original
plan, ag to them may seem advisable, and before letting
the contract for the heating apparatus, they shall make
such inquiries and investigations as to enable them to
select the most suitable, safe and economical heating
apparatus now in use.

SectioN 8. In advertising for proposals, in making Aet applicabte.

the contracts, and in making payments for work under
the same, the commissioners shall follow the provisions
of an act entitled “an act to authorize the enlargement
of the state capitol, and providing and appropriating
meéans for the same,” approved February 28, 1857, so
far as the same shall be applicable ; and in addition to
the requirementsjof said act, they shall require the con-
tractors to give reasonable security for the prompt and
faithful prosecution and completion of the work under
such contract within the time specified, and shall reserve
the right and have the power, if tho contractor shall
neglect or abandon the work, or fail te prosecute the
same with such diligence and dispatch as will reason-
ably secure the completion of the work in the time
specified in the contract, to declore such contract
abandoned and forfeited, and shall relet the same to
-such other responsible person or persons as will secure
the completion of the work by the time specified in this
act; and no liabilities shall exist on the part of the
state for any service rendered under or upon any con-
tract so abandoned: provided, that in case it shall be-
come necessary to relet the work, the commissioners
shall relet to the lowest bidder, in the same manner as
is provided for in section 1 of this act; and provided

For the payment of the work as the
same progresses under the contract, there is hereby ap-
propriated out of the state treasury a sum sufficient to
defray the cost of completing the building, and the

‘furnishing and putting in of the heating apparatus:

provided, that the entire cost of fully completing the
building and dome shall not exceed eighty-five thousand
dollars, and the cost of the heating apparatus shall not
exceed twenty-five thousand dollars ;"and provided, fur-
ther, that not more than fifty-five thousand dollars shall
be paid during the year 1866, the remainder, not to ex-
ceed fifty-five thousand dollars, to be paid in 1867, in
the manner provided by this act.

SectioN 6. The building commissioners are hereby
authorized to employ an architect to superintend the
work, whose compensation shall be as follows: One
per centum for details to larger scales, and ome per
centum for superintendence, which shall be in full pay-
ment for all services performed by said architect;
and the commissioners may, if in their judgment the
public good requires it, discharge such architect, and
employ another in his stead, in which case the compen-
sation of said architect for services rendered, shall be
adjusted upon the same terms as are heretefore provid-
ed for the compensation of the architect, having regard
to the amount of services rendered.

SectioN 6. Once in each month the superintending
architect shall estimate and report to the commissioners
the amount of work performed and material farnished
under the contract for the completion of the building,
and if they approve the same, the governor shall certi-
fy eighty-five per centum thereof to the secretary of
state, who shall draw his warrant on the treasurer for
the same. Upon the completion and acceptance of the
work under such contract, the remaining fifteen per
centum shall be certified and paid in like manner.

Secrron 7. The amount contracted to be paid for
tho heating apparatus, shall be paid, as nearly as prac-
ticable, in like manner as provided in the preceding
section, except as to the per centum reserved in section
three of this act.
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SecrioN 8. The architect employed under this act, Atchitect to re-

is prohibited from receiving, directly or indirectly, any
commission, bonus, reward or compensation from the .
contractor or contractors who may construct the work
contemplated by this act, or of any part thereof, or

from any one in the employ of or furnishing materials

to such contractor or contractors.

Sectron 9. In case of a violation of the foregoing Forteiture.
section, the architect shall be discharged, and shall for-
feit all claim and right to compensation for services
rendered up to the tims of such discharge. .

SecrioN 10. The commissioners shall accept no bid fecurlty for per-
for heating apparatus which in their opinion will not tns spparatus.
