The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecrioN 1. No person whose business it is either Sid'gr doalers
in whole or in part, personally or by agent, to sell strong, Justices.
spirituous, ardent or intoxicating liquors, to be drank on
the premises, shall be eligible to or qualifiel to hold
the office of justice of the peace, and all such persons
are hereby prohibited from acting as such officers.

SeotioN 2. No court of justice shall be held in any Justice’s court
house in which, or id places appertaining thereto, inbulidingin
strong, spirituous, ardent or intoxicating liquors are Fayn lauor is
sold, %artered or given away.

SeoroN 8. All acts or parts of acts conflicting Fepealed.

CHAPTER 106.

AN ACT to amend chapter 16 of the general laws of 1867, enti-
tled ‘an act to provide for the purchase of Webster’s dictiona-
1y, for the supply of school districts of the state.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as jfollows :

SectioN 1. Section one of chapter sixteen of the Amendment.
general laws of 1867 is hereby amended, so as to read
as follows: ¢ The state superintendent of public in-
struction, with the consent and approval of the gov-
ernor, is hereby authorized to purchase on behalf of the
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state, one hundred and fifty copies of Webster’s una-
bridged dictionary, edition of 1864, at a cost of not ex-
ceeding eight dollars per coply.”
SectioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in

AN ACT to dispense with the drawing and impaneling of jurors
in the county of Douglas, in the 11th judicial circuit, at the Au-
gust term of the court in said county.

The people of the state of Wrisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

Nojury for An-  SgCTION 1. There shall be no grand or petit jury
oas ordered by drawn, summoned or impaneled for the August term
Judge. of the circuit court in the county of Douglas : provided,
the judge of said circuit may in his discretion, by an
order in writing, to be filed in the circuit court clerk’s
office of the said county of Douglas at least twenty
days before the commencement of said term, direct
the drawing and summoning of a grand and petit jury
for such term; and thereupon a grand and petit jury
shall be drawn, summoned and impaneled aceordingly,
as provided by law in other cases. .
ECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
