AN ACT to amend chapter 30 of the general laws of 1858, enti- 
titled "an act to cede the jurisdiction of the state of Wisc onsin 
over certain lands to the United States." 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SEcTioN 1. Section one of chapter thirty of the =Off s. 
general laws of 1858, entitled "an act to cede the juris- 
diction of the state of Wisconsin over certain lands to 
the United States," is hereby amended, by striking out 
all after the words "section 1," and inserting in lieu 
thereof the following : "There is hereby ceded to the 
-United States of America the jurisdiction of a lot 
of land in block ninety (90,) in the cit3 of Madi-
son, bounded as follows, to wit : commencing at the 
south corner of said block ninety (90,) and running 
thence northwest oue hundred and thirty-two (132)feet, 
thence northeast one hundred and two (102) feet, 
thence southeast one hundred and thirty two (132) 
feet, and thence southwest one hundred and two (102) 
feet, to the place of beginning, embracing the parcel 
*I' land in said block ninety (90) which lies one hun-
ared and thirty-two feet on the northeast side of Wis-
eonsin avenue, and one hundred and two feet on the 
northwest side of Mifflin street, and containing thir. 
teen thousand four hundred and sixty-four (13,461) 
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square feet of land, for the purpose of erecting a Unit-
ed States court-house, postoffice, &c., on said lot."

risdiction in ser- SECTION 2. Section two of said chapter thirty is 
vice of process. hereby amended, by striking out all after the words 

"section 2," and inserting in lieu thereof the follow - 
ing: "That this state shall have concurrent juris- 
diction with the United States in and over the land 
described in this act, and all buildings that shall be 
erected thereon, so far as all civil, criminal and milita- 
ry processes issued under the authority of this state, or 
any officers thereof, may be executed on any part of 
the premises or buildings, in the same manner as if 
jurisdiction had not been ceded." 

SECTION 3. This act shall take effect and be in 
' force from and after its passage.

CHAPTER 124.

AN ACT to amend section three of chapter ninety-eight of the re-
vised statutes, entitled " of letters testamentary, and other 
proceedings on the probate of a will." 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. Section 3 of chapter ninety-eight of 
the revised statutes, entitled " of letters testamentary, 
and other proceedings on the probate of a will," is 
hereby amended, by inserting the words "sole or" 
after the word " be," in the first line of said section, 
so that said section when so amended shall read as 
follows : "Section 3. If, however, the executor shall 
be sole or residuary legatee, instead of the bond pre-
scribed in the preceding section, he may give a bond in 
such sum and with such sureties as the court may direct, 
with a condition only to pay all the debts and legacies 
of the testator, and in such case he shall not be required 
to return an inventory." 

SEcrioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage.
