AN ACT to amend section three of chapter ninety-eight of the re-
vised statutes, entitled  of letters testamentary, and other
proceedings on the probate of a will.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecTioN 1. Section 8 of chapter ninety-eight of
the revised statutes, entitled * of letters testamentary,
and other proceedings on the probate of a will,” is
hereby amended, by inserting the words “sole or”
after the word “be,” in the first line of said section,
so that said section when so amended shall read as
follows: “Section 8. If, however, the executor shall
be sole or residuary legatee, instead of the bond pre-
scribed in the preceding section, he may give a bond in
such sum and with such sureties as the court may direct,
with a condition only to pay all the debts and legacies
of the testator, and insuch case he shall not be required
to return an inventory.”

SecrioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage.
