He shall submit with his return of his 
assessment roll the affidavit of such owner or his agent 
to the said board, which board shall be authorized to 
examine the same, to hear proofs, examine witnesses 
on oath, and determine the valuation of such land or 
lands, and order the assessment roll to be corrected so 
as to correspond with any change of valuation made. 
The affidavit of the assessor of the service of such no-
tice shall be forthwith-filed with the clerk of his town, 
village or city, and be conclusive evidence of the serv-
ice of such notice."
