The
secretary of state shall annex to said volume of luws
his printed certificate, stating that the laws published
in said book have been compared with the laws of said
years 1836, 1837 and 1838, as the same appear in the
printed laws for said years, and the same may be read
and shall be received in all courts and places with the
same effect as the printed statutes for said years hereto-
fore published.
Distribution of  SECTION 8. The secretary of state shall deliver one
