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NUMBER 8.

JOINT RESOLUTION instructing our senators and representatives in congress
to vote for additional protection to wool-growers.

WHEREAS, It is the highest evidence of the prosperity of a na-
tion, that its articles of consumption are furnished by its subjects,
as well the raw material as its manufactured articles;

AND wHEREAS, The wool-growing interest is one of vast im-
portance to us as a people, both state and national, and should re-
ceive at the hands of our government suitable encouragement and
protection : therefore,

Resolved by the senate, the assembly concurring, That our senators
are instructed and our representatives in congress are hereby re-
quested to favor such legislation as will secure to the wool-grow-
ing interest protection equal to ten cents per pound, and ten per
cent. ad valorem.

Resolved, That the governor is hereby requested to forward a
copy of the foregoing preamble and resolution to each of our sen-
ators and representatives in congress.

NUMBER 4

JOINT RESOLUTION proposing the ratification of the constitutional amend-
ment.

‘WHEREAS, The congress of the United States has, pursuant to
article V of the constitution, proposed to the legislatures of the
several states the following amendments to the constitution of the
United States, namely:

“ ARTICLE FOURTEEN.

“SgorioN 1. All persons born or naturalized in the United
States, and subject to the jurisdiction thereof, are citizens of the
United States, and of the state wherein they reside. No state
shall make or enforce any law which shall abridge the privileges
or immunities of citizens of the United States, nor shall any state
deprive any person of life, liberty or property without due pro-
cess of law, nor deny to any person within its juri tion the
equal protection of the laws.
