AN ACT to provide for the service of summons by publication in
certain cases, and for attachment therein.

T he people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows

How summons  SECTION 1. ‘When a cause of action exists against
may be served any person or corporation, and such person is a non-
o ee ain resident of the state, or his residence is unknown and
canes. he has property within the state, or said corporation is
a foreign corporation and has property within the state ;
and the cause of action is one sounding in tort, and
growing out of a transaction relating to the sale of real
or personal property, made by defendant, or his agent,
or when the cause of action arises out of any other
wrongful act sounding in tort, committed by defendant
or his agent, and the court has jurisdiction of the sub-
ject matter of the action, and the defendant, after due
diligence, cannot be found within the state, and the
facts are made to appear in manner and form as now
reqpired by law, under section 10 of chapter 124 of
the revised statutes, and the several acts amendatory
thereto ; service may be had and made by publication
i)f the summons a8 1n other cases now provided for by
aw.
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SgcrioN 2. When the facts provided for in section JThen and now
one of this act are made to appear to a circuit judge, proceed by at-
a county judge, or a court commissioner, by affidavit, “"™™"
and such judge or court commissioner is satisfied that
a cause of action exists, sounding in tort, within the
provisions of this act, he may order that the plaintiff
proceed by attachment, against the property of the de-
fendant found within the state, in the circuit court of
the proper county, fixing by said order the amount of
property in value to be attached; and the clerk of the
* circuit court of the county where the action i com-
menced, upon the filing of such affidavit and order shall
issue an attachment against the property of the defend-
ant, in the same manner and form, and subject to the
same rules and like proceedings as in other cases of
attachment now provided for by law.
