AN ACT to provide for statistics for the use of state and eounty
boards of assessments.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented tn senate

and assembly, do enact as follows :

SectioN 1. It shall be the duty of the assessor or
assessors of ‘each town, ward or city respectively, in
this state, to ascertain and set down, at the time of
making the annual assessment for each year, in separate
columns prepared for that purpose or the assessment
roll, and opposite to the names of all persons assessed
for personal property, the number and value of the fol-
lowing named items of personal property, owned b
each such person, which value shall be the true cas
vdlue, and shall constitute the assesced valwation of
she several items of property therein described, to-wit :

1st. The number and value of horses of all ages.

2d. The number and value of neat cattle of all ages.

8d. The number and value of mules and asses of
all ages. :

4th. The number and value of sheep and lambs:

5th. The number and value of swine.
