The people of the state of Wrisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecTioN 1. Section thirty-one of chapter one
hundred and thirty-two of the revised statutes, entitled
% of issues, mode of trial and judgment in civil actions,”
is hereby amended by adding at the end of said section,
as follows: * provided, that where the property has been
delivered to the defendant under the provisions of sec-
tion 6 of chapter 128 of the revised statutes, and judg-

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SkorioN 1. Section twenty of chapter one hundred
and forty-one of the revised statutes, entitled * of ac-
tions relating to real estate,” is hereby amended so as
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to read as follows, to wit: “Section 20. The court in
which such judgment has been or shall be rendered at
any time within one year thereafier, upon the applica-
tion of the party against whom the same was reudered,
his heirs or assigns and upon payment of all costs re-
covered thereby, shall vacate such judgment and grant
2 new trial in such cause: provided, that if such cause
shall within ninety days after such judgment be or
have been taken to the supreme court upon appeal or
writof error, the time during which the same is pend-
ing in and unremitted from the supreme court shall be
excluded from, and be no part of tHe time within
which application may be made as aforesaid, but no
more than one new trial shall be granted under this
section.”

SecrioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage and publication.
