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CHAPTER 13. 

[Pub&bed February 25, 1869.]• 

AN ACT to amend section 10, chapter 114, general laws of 1866, 
entitled " an act to reorganize and enlarge the university of Wis-
consin, and to authorize the county of Dane to issue bonds in 
aid thereof." 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as ftllows : 

SECTION 1. Section ten (10) of chapter one hundred Amended. 
and fourteen (114) of the general laws of the year 1866, 
entitled " an act- to reorganize and enlarge the univer-
sity of Wisconsin, and to authorize the county .  of 
Dane to issue bonds in aid thereof," is hereby amended 
so as to read as follows: Section 10. The president of 
the university shall be president of the several faculties 
and the executive head of the institution, in all its de-
partments. As such, he shall have authority, subject 
to the board of regents, to give general direction to the 

, practical affairs and scientific investigations of the 
several colleges, and in the recess ot the board of 
regents, to remove any employe or subordinate officer, 
not a member of the faculty, and to supply, for the 
time, any vacancy thus created ; and so long as the in-
terests of the institution require it, he shall be charged 
with the duties of one of the professorships. The sep-' 
retary of the board of regents shall keep a faithful 
record of all the transactions of the board of regents, 
and perform such duties as they shall impose. The 
state treasurer shall be the treasurer of the boa d of 
regents and perform all the duties of such office, sub-

ject to such regulations as the board of regents ay 
adopt, not inconsisten with the official duties of the 
office of state treasurer. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in 
. force from and after its passage and publication.
