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CHAPTER 14.
[ Published February 217, 1869.1

AN ACT to authorize the appointment of phonographic reporters
for the circuit court of Fond du Lac county.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SectioN 1. It shall be lawful for the judge of the
circuit court of the county of Fond du Lac to eppoint
one or more pbonographie reperters for said court, who
shall be sworn officers of said court, and shall be skilled
in the art of short band reporting, one of whom shall
attend upon the said court at each term thereof when
required by such court or the judge thereof so to
do, and shall discharge such duties as the judge may
direct.

SecrioN 2. The phonographic reporter shall be
allowed such daily compensation as shall be fixed by
the judge of the court, not exceeding seven dollars per
day for each day's attendance upon such court when
required by the judge thereof to attend, which shall
be certified, audited and paid in like manner as is pro-
vided by law for the payment of the sheriff for attend-
ing upon the court: provided, but one such reporter
shall Ee employed at the same time.

SecTIoN 3. In addition to the above compensation,
the phonographic reporters may charge and collect as
fees, ten cents per folio (of one hundred words) for
making and furnishing transeripts of their short-band
notes of the testimony and other proceedings of the
court in the trial of any action, to be paid by the
party requiring such transcript to be made, except in
the trials of criminal cases, when the court may in its
discretion, -order such transcript to be made, audited,
certified and paid for in the same manner as the re-
porter’s per diem compensation. In such case the
reporter’s notes shall be written out in full, and filed
with the clerk of the court.

SecTioN 4. The judge of said court may, in his
discretion, remove such reporters, or either of them,
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and may fill any vacancy caused by such removal, or
from any other cause,

SecrioN 5. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage.

CHAPTER 15.

AN AQT fixing the time of holding terms of courts of record when
the same shall happen on a legal holiday.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows .

SectioN 1. Whenever it shall happen that the cerkor Judge
